The purpose of the Passport Kidz™ Golf Classic is to introduce children/teens (kids) to golf through 
an annual free golf-education clinic and a kids fundraising golf tournament. The funds raised through 
the Passport Kidz™ Golf Classic will support technology, fine arts, and music at St. Mary’s School 
and Storm Lake Community Schools as well as provide kids with golf camp scholarships.  
 

Overview  
 

The Passport Kidz™ Golf Classic will provide a FREE Kids Golf Clinic and host a Kids 9-hole 
Scramble Golf Tournament. 
 

I. FREE Kids Golf Clinic  

This clinic is free to all kids (ages 4 to 18 years old and currently enrolled in pre-K through  
12 grade) and will include four (4) Education-Destinations with prizes. Golf Passports will be 
provided to all kids who register for the free golf-education clinic. Kids will go to four Education-
Destinations on a Golf Clinic Tour and receive stamps in their Golf Passports for participation and 
completion of each Education-Destination. Kids who fill their Golf Passports with the four stamps 
will have their name put into a drawing for the opportunity to win one of many prizes, including 
horseback riding lessons, flight in a private airplane with two friends around Storm Lake, 
water passes for King’s Pointe Water Park, movie tickets, etc.).

II. Tournament Hole-in-One Contests and Community Putting Contests with Prizes 

Kids 16 to 18 years old with a valid drivers license playing in the Passport Kidz™ Golf 
Classic tournament have a chance to win a new car (two-year lease) from Rasmussen Ford-
Mercury Dealership for a hole-in-one. All details will be provided at the tournament. Kids 4 to 
18 years old playing in the tournament will also have a chance to win a new GT BMX Bike 
from Lakeshore Cyclery for a hole-in-one. Community putting contests will be held for kids 
and adults who come to the Passport Kidz™ Golf Classic & Community Event throughout 
the day. Prizes will be given away to winners from both the kids and adult contests. 
Community putting contest prizes include a video iPod, a set of golf clubs with a bag, and 
other exciting prizes! All monies from the putting contest will go to the Passport Kidz™ fund. 

 

III. Passport Kidzª  Golf Classic 9-hole Scramble Tournament 
 

Golf Team Format and Age Divisions 

The Passport Kidz™ Golf Classic tournament is for kids between the ages of 4 to 18 years old 
who are currently enrolled in pre-K to 12th grade. Tournament participants will play 9 holes of 
golf at Sunrise Pointe Golf Course in a scramble format. Players will be divided up into four 
age groups (ages: 4-6 years old, 7-10 years old, 11-14 years old, and 15-18 years old).  
 

Registration  
Registration options include: 1) Submit your registration with one player and be put on to a 
team, 2) Create your own team by submitting 4 players’ names on one registration form 
representing all age groups, or 3) Start a team by including 2 or 3 players and players 
across the age groups will be added to complete the team. All teams must be composed of 
the four age groups: 4-6, 7-10, 11-14, and 15-18 years old.  
 

Cost 
The cost for playing in the Passport Kidz™ Golf Classic tournament is $20 per entry/kid. A 
Passport Kidz™ Golf Classic tournament registration form must be completed with payment 
and mailed to or dropped off at CommUNITY Education (419 Lake Avenue !  Storm Lake, 
IA 50588) by Monday, April 28. A parent/guardian for each participating child/teenager 
under the age of 18 years MUST sign a release form on the registration form in order for the 
child/teenager to play in the tournament.  
 

Awards and Prizes 

Each player in the Passport Kidz™ Golf Classic tournament will receive a medal for 
participation and players on the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place teams will receive trophies.  
 

Scramble Rules 
1. Teams begin with a shotgun start and compete for the best score for the 9 holes.  
2. All players are expected to demonstrate golf etiquette and sportsmanship throughout the 

tournament. 
3. The team and “golf coach” decide the most desirable drive. The other players then pick 

up their ball and proceed to the location of the best drive where they each play the 
second shot. 

4. On the fairways, all players must place all balls within one club length on the same 
surface (not closer to the hole) of the best ball selected for play. The best of the second 
shots is selected where all players’ third shots are played. This procedure is continues 
until the ball is holed out. 

5. On the putting green, each member of the team must putt before anyone hits their 
second putt. When a putt is made, the remaining players do not putt. 

6. At the end of each hole the score for the team is recorded on the scorecard. 
7. The order in which team players hit can be varied according to the strategy the team 

wishes to employ. 
8. Team “golf coaches” will turn in scorecards upon completion of the round. 

 



 

 
 
 
IV. Community Booths for Summer Activities 

Community Booths will be set up by local business owners, government agencies, 
churches, medical/health clinics, and organizations in the community to showcase family-
related services, and kid-related activities for the summer. Community Booths will provide 
information on summer activities and services including: sports/arts; community activities; 
health/wellness screening; crime/safety; and philanthropy/volunteer opportunities. 
Kids/families will be able to register for library cards and sign up for events and activities that 
take place over the summer.  

 
The Passport Kidz™ Golf Classic & Community Event is in partnership with St. Mary’s School,  
Storm Lake Community Schools, CommUNITY Education, Sunrise Pointe Golf Course & Lake Creek 
Country Club.
